Commissioners introduced Erica Schmitz, new Land Use Manager
III.

Business
A. Pre-app with Ryan Eggers, agent for Quade Rev Tr., David J & Joyce E,; et al at 3959 Schneider Dr. to rezone from A-1EX to A-2 in order to build a garage for tree care trucks in section 27. 
Neither Ryan Eggers or a representative was present.  The Commissioners were reluctant to discuss the issue without an agent present.  The Commissioners directed Ben to reschedule the Pre-app meeting, and confirmed that this would not count as a Pre-app meeting.
B.     Review and comment on access permit for residential driveway on Norm Aiken property on County Road B in sections 18 and 19.
Norm Aiken confirmed that he had been granted the variances necessary to obtain the access permit.

Ben showed the location of the requested access permit using two maps.  Potential considerations included the location of an area designated as an Environmental Corridor and an area having greater that 25% slope as designated in the Comprehensive Plan.

Ben confirmed that Todd Klahn, Highway Superintendent, would be making any comments with regard to public safety, and any comments from the Commission should focus on land use issues.
The Commissioners directed Ben to provide comments to Dane County that they are in favor of the requested access point.  The Commissioners believed it was the preferred access point of all those that have come before the Commission in the past.
The Commissioners noted that the environmental corridor over the proposed driveway area may be a potential concern, but they were unclear why that particular area was designated as an environmental corridor.

Ben read comments on this business item submitted via email by Audrey Koehn of 2391 White Oak Trail.  The comments Koehn provided were in regard to providing access to a parcel for which the creation was of questionable legality, and the ecological impact of adding an access point, with specific concern for the Town’s wetlands and lakes.  
The Commissioners made no further comments.
