No motion.  Pre-application meeting.

Discussion:   Doug Brejcha shared a proposal to rezone a portion of the property at 2727 US-51 (subject to a conservation easement).  The property currently is primarily zoned A1-EX, with the easternmost 9 acres zoned B-1.  Mr. Brejcha proposed to rezone an approximately 7 acre area south and west of the business area (see attached map) to A-2 to accommodate a dog grooming, training, and doggie daycare business, and rezone the balance of the current B-1 area to A1-EX. He would construct a 120x160 ft arena to house the dog training, boarding, and grooming facilities.  He would also have an outdoor exercise/play area, and mowed paths for leashed walks.  Mr. Brejcha stated that he expected about 20 dogs to be present for doggie day care on any given day, and 3 dogs for grooming per day.  Dogs would be indoors by 5:00 pm and picked up by 6:00 pm. Commissioners inquired about which access he would use.  A portion of the potential area to be rezoned to a residential category is currently A1-EX and would incur the new conversion fee. Commissioners saw no major problems with the proposal.

Motion:  Uphoff/Hein.  Recommend Town Board approval of Site Plan submitted conditioned upon following the terms of the Erosion Control and Stormwater Management Plan for the New Church Addition

Discussion:  By obtaining a sanitary permit, the Church demonstrated that they met the Comprehensive Plan requirements for an on-site septic system.  Commissioners discussed whether any previous approvals needed to be rescinded, and concluded that it would not be necessary to do so, as the Town was the body that was authorized to proceed, not the Church.

Motion:  Wangerin/Hein.  Recommend Town Board approval of Dane County Zoning Ordinance Amendment No. 45, 2009-2010 to create Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) Zoning Districts with amendments.
