DUnn Town Board Meeting Minutes
Monday March 15, 2010@ 7:00 PM

Members Present:  Chairman Ed Minihan, Supervisor Stan Solheim, Supervisor Steve Greb.

1) Minutes – 
Motion:  Greb/Solheim to approve minutes of February 15, 2010 as prepared.  Motion carried.
Announcements
1. Spring Primary Election will be held April 6, 2010.

2. Annual Town meeting will be April 13, 2010. The agenda will include a request to purchase the Sutton property under a DNR flood mitigation grant.
3. Fitchburg Northeast Neighborhood update included a report that the Plan Commission of Fitchburg had a public hearing where residents spoke overwhelmingly against the development plan, but the plan was passed.  The plan will be heard by CARPC. 
4. Parking concerns were heard at a listening session at the Waubesa Beach neighborhood Association Community Center on March 8, 2010. The Town ordinance requirement for parking with all four wheels off the pavement makes it impossible to park in compliance on many Town roads that lack shoulder area.
5. The Town Ag Enterprise Area petition update . 

6. There will be a political debate at the Waubesa Beach Community Center on Third Street between County Supervisor Patrick Miles and candidate Spencer Zimmerman. 

7.  The Stoughton Senior Center is working on strategic planning.  Cathy will serve on their strategic planning committee as a representative of Towns.
Business

1) Motion Solheim/Greb to adopt Resolution 2010-7 supporting the Stoughton School district going to  referendum to seek funding. Kay Davis, from the Vote Yes Committee spoke in favor of the resolution. Discussion included comments that the school district mil-rate for Stoughton is significantly lower than our other school districts and that the Town is supporting the action of conducting a referendum, and not taking a position for or against the funding proposal. Motion carried.

2) Motion Greb/Solheim to approve mowing contract to provide mowing services under an NRCS grant. The Town would be reimbursed for its costs at the current NRCS mowing rate. The costs of the contracted work are funded under a grant from the USDA and is undertaken to resolve erosion control problems related to a property at 2230 Dyreson Road . Discussion included comments that no new equipment would be purchased to complete this mowing work. Motion carried.
3) Motion Greb/Solheim to approve development proposal by Good Shepherd by the Lake Lutheran Church for the expansion of the existing church including a new, expanded on-site septic system conditioned upon compliance with the storm water and erosion control plans . Discussion included a staff recommendation that the proposal is consistent with the town comprehensive plan and supporting approval. It was noted that expansion was supported previously when it was proposed that the site be added to the sanitary district.  Sanitary district expansion would be supported and may be preferred, but the Church has met all the requirements for an expanded septic and have obtained a sanitary permit at this time.  Motion carried.
4) Motion Solheim/Greb to recommend approval of Dane County Zoning Ordinance Amendment No. 45, 2009-2010 to create Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) Zoning Districts t. Discussion included review of the previous action recommending approval. The county made minor modifications to the language to ensure that development outside TDR districts could still be approved, so this amendment is being presented again with those modifications. The plan commission supports approval. Motion carried.

5) Motion Solheim/Greb to adopt Resolution 2010-5 authorizing the submittal of a state grant application and the subsequent appropriation of Town funds for a Municipal Flood Control Grant project for the Mark Sutton property at 3058 Waucheeta Trail. Discussion included a review of the history of flooding and the adjacent wetlands and drainage project.  Motion carried.
6) Motion Solheim/Greb to approve the storm water permit annual report MS4 as prepared. Discussion included comments about the new requirements for storm water permit, annual reporting and that the annual report is posted on the Town's website. Motion carried.

7) Motion Solheim/Greb to adjourn at 7:45 PM. Motion carried.
