AN ORDINANCE TO INCREASE THE REAPPLICATION FEE

FOR PRELIMINARY PLATS AND CERTIFIED SURVEY MAPS

SPECIFIED IN ORDINANCE 12-3, SECTION 14(2)(B) OF THE

TOWN CODE OF ORDINANCES


WHEREAS, the Town Board has received a recommendation from the Town Plan Commission regarding the proposed increase in the fee that the Town charges for reapplication of preliminary plats and certified survey maps (the “Fee”); and


WHEREAS, on February 9, 2004, the Town Board held a public hearing on the proposed increase to the Fee that was preceded by a Class 2 notice published on January 26, 2004 and February 2, 2004; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board finds that the proposed increase to the Fee is reasonable and reflect actual administrative and regulatory costs incurred by the Town relating to the reapplication of preliminary plats and certified survey maps


NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the Wisconsin Statutes including Wis. Stat. §§ 60.22, 61.34, and 236.45, the Town Board of the Town of Dunn, Dane County, Wisconsin, hereby ordains as follows:


Section 1:
The Fee specified in Ordinance 12-3, Section 14(2)(B) of the Town Code of Ordinances, is increased to $50.00.  The reapplication fee shall apply to a preliminary plat or certified survey map submitted within 120 days of the previous application date.  The remainder of Ordinance 12-3, Section 14(2)(B) shall remain unchanged.


Section 2:
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall take effect the day after passage and posting or publication pursuant to law.


The above and foregoing ordinance was duly adopted by the Town Board of the Town of Dunn, at its meeting held on February 9, 2004.
